Our exciting hands-on sessions include practical 
science experiments, such as our favourites ‘Poo 
Power’ and ‘Sewage Soup’.

Experience the sights, sounds and smells of a real 
sewage treatment works. 

Take a well-earned lunch break
Please bring your own packed lunches – we can 
keep you refreshed with all the water you need, 
but we don’t have any food or drink facilities on 
site.

What can I expect from my visit? 

Workshops to bring the world of water to life 
We have a range of exciting workshop and 
experiment options. Please just let us know if 
there’s something specific you’re aiming to 
achieve from your visit. 

If you’d like to bring a Key Stage 3 or 4 group, 
please contact us to discuss the workshop 
sessions. For these and any other queries or 	
specific requirements, please email us and we’ll 
be happy to help.  

A visit to our education centre will give your students a deeper understanding and 
appreciation of our most precious resource. Most of our visits take place from  
10am – 2pm, but specific timings may vary, and we’re more than happy to help 
arrange a shorter visit if that works better for your group. 

To give you an idea of what to expect, here’s what a typical day with us looks like:
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Your group
We can welcome a maximum of 32 children per 
visit. 

For safety, all children must be aged seven or 
over (Year 3 and above).

You’ll need to bring at least one adult per eight 
children. We may review this policy if your group 
has additional needs. For Year 11 and above a 
1:15 ratio is acceptable.

Please ensure you have a first-aider in your 
party. We have a first-aid kit available should they 
need it.

The tour 
All our tours are outdoors. Please make sure 
your students dress appropriately for the weather. 
Everyone should wear comfortable close-toed 
shoes or boots – no high heels or flip flops please.

While our classrooms are easy access, our 
industrial sites can be a bit tricky for visitors 
with mobility issues. Most tours involve raised 
platforms and stairways. If you’re worried at all, 
please let us know in advance. 

If you’re no longer able to make your visit, 
please contact us as soon as possible.  

In the rare event we have to cancel your visit (eg 
due to snow and ice on the ground or unforeseen 
operational reasons) we’ll let you know ASAP, 
using the details provided in your booking form.

Food and drink
If you’re spending the day with us, please bring 
packed lunches to eat in the classroom. If you’re 
making a shorter visit, your group can bring 
any snacks or drinks you’d like. Please note, we 
have no facilities for purchasing food or drink 
on site. But fresh drinking water is, of course, 
provided! 

What do I need to know?

Health and safety
We take every precaution to minimise risk on our 
sites. However, it’s important to remember you’re 
visiting a working site, and therefore hazards are 
present. Please work with us, and together we can 
make sure everyone stays safe and has a great 
day. 

Your party leader will have overall 
responsibility for the conduct of all members 
of your group. Your safety is our priority – if the 
behaviour in your party is deemed inappropriate 
or dangerous in any way, your host has the right 
to end the tour immediately.

On the day of the visit, please provide us with 
an up-to-date list of all adult and child visitors 
so we can account for everyone in the event of an 
evacuation.

Travelling by road
The sewage treatment works are located next 
to the M4 in between Junction 6 and 7. The site 
is found at the end of Wood Lane which can be 
approached from the A4 or A355 via Cippenham 
Lane, leading to Telford Drive. Turn right off 
Telford Drive and into Wood Lane, crossing the 
M4. The sewage works is at the end of the road.

Travelling by public transport

If travelling by public transport Slough has a well-
connected central train station. The central bus 
station is easily accessible from the train station. 
The closest bus stop to the site is on Telford Drive, 
near the beginning of Wood Lane. Bus Route 5, 
travelling to Cippenham ASDA serves this stop. 
The sewage works is approximately a ten minute 
walk from the bus stop. 

On arrival at the gates please call the education 
coordinator for your visit. You will be sent these 
details in an email in advance of the visit. They 
will be able to escort you on site and show you to 
the education centre. 
 
Please don’t enter the site until you have 
made contact with your education 
coordinator.
